Under the Maharashtra Self-Aided Schools (Establishment
and Regulation) Act, 2012, Northstar International Academy,
Group No. 720, 721, 723, 730/1/B and 733, Wagholi, Pune, run
by Nirmala Memorial Foundation, Malad, Mumbai, had submitted

an application for starting a new school on self-aided basis from

primary to higher secondary (Class 1 to 12, all branches, English

medium, CBSE).
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In connection with your application, a letter of intent was
given with reference to the terms and conditions for starting
a new school from Primary to Higher Secondary (Class 1 to
Class 12, all branches, English medium, CBSE) on self-
financed basis from the academic year 2024-2025 under the
Maharashtra Self-Aided Schools (Establishment and
Regulation) Act, 2012 and the Maharashtra Self-Aided
Schools (Establishment and Regulation) Rules, 2020 at
Northstar International Academy, Group No. 720, 721, 723,
730/1/B and 733, Wagholi, Pune, run by Nirmala Memorial
Foundation, Malad, Mumbai, on self-financed basis.
However, while submitting the proposal for the letter of
approval, the institution had submitted a partial occupancy
certificate dated 06.05.2025 regarding the construction of
the school building. Considering this matter, it was advised
to submit the full occupancy certificate within 1 year for the
safety of the students and to submit an undertaking that
there will be no hindrance to the safety of the students.
Accordingly, the institution has given an undertaking
through an affidavit to submit the full occupancy certificate
of the school building to the Education Department within
six months vide letter dated 19.06.2025.

Considering this matter, Northstar International

Mumbai, has now opened for classes from Primary to Higher
Secondary (Class 1 to Class 10, English Medium, CBSE) for
the academic year 2025-26.

no-objection certificate from the Government,
as per the directions issued by the Government

from time to time.

The school management will inform the
Education Officer of the concerned district
before the commencement of the academic year

Terms and Conditions:-

1) The proposed school shall comply with all the
standards, terms and conditions prescribed by
the Right of Children to Free and Compulsory
Education Act, 2009 and the Maharashtra

Permission granted under the provisions of
this Act to establish a new school or to
upgrade the status of a school shall be for the

same academic year for which it is granted.

If the school management fails to start the
school within 18 months, the recognition letter

given will be cancelled.

The school management cannot change the
approved medium of education or the location
of the school in the future without the

permission of the government.

If the school management has established a
school at a location other than the one
approved by the government, the permission of
that school will be cancelled.

It has been provided that the recruitment of
teachers and non-teaching staff in self-
financed schools should be done in accordance
with the prevailing rules and regulations of the

Government.

While filling district-wise information, the

school to which permission has been given will

fill in the information as 'Self-financed School'
as a separate category and will obtain UDISE
number. In this regard, State Project Director,
Maharashtra Primary Education Council,
Mumbai has been declared as the Nodal
Officer.

The school management will put up a sign
saying "Self-financed Permitted School" at the

entrance of the school premises.

The State Government may, at any time, cancel
the certificate of recognition granted on the
ground of violation of any of the provisions of
this Act or the rules made thereunder or
failure to comply with any directions given
under the Act or with the standards or
standards specified by the Government from

time to time or with the terms and conditions.

It will be mandatory for the school to strictly
implement the comprehensive instructions
given regarding the measures to be taken for
the safety and security of the students in the
school as per the Government Decision dated
13th May 2025.




14) Since a partial occupancy certificate has been
submitted regarding the construction of the
school building, no construction should be
carried out in the building while the school is
in session for the safety of the students.

15) Students should not enter areas where school
building construction is underway. For this, it
will be mandatory to make necessary security
provisions (barricades, notice boards,

appointment of security guards, etc.).

16) Any other conditions as may be specified by

the Government.
